Things to think about as you watch:

Segment #1:

 What criteria did the teachers use in selecting the lesson?

What do you think the teachers’ student development goal might be?

What is the content goal?

Segment #2:

As the lesson is taught, put your self in that room.  Think about what the students are doing, and the evidence of their learning. Make some notes on your observations.

What evidence did the teachers gather of student learning? 

What did you see happening during the lesson? 

If you were a member of this team, what revisions would you want to make?

Segment #3:

What was the main focus of the debrief?

What reactions do you have to the discussion?  

Did you hear anything that connects to your own teaching experiences? 

Segment #4:

How did the lesson look different in the second teaching?

How did the students look different in the second teaching?

How did the teachers use the evidence of student learning from the first teaching to revise the lesson?


Segment #5:

The invited commentator says of the students, “They owned it”.  What made that true in this second lesson?

Segment #6:

What did you learn from watching this process?
